1. Location: 8 minwalk from Yokohama Campus
2. Buildings/Layout/Facilities: 4F student accommodation
Shared facilities include kitchens, toilets, wash basins, bathroom, shower room, laundry room and
community lounge.
3. Furniture, Fixtures and Appliances
Bed, small desk, wardrobe, and air conditioner (heater/cooler), bed linen (incl. pillow).
4. Room size/type, Rent
Room with wooden flooring, Approx 7.36 m
Dormitory Rent Fee: 50,000JPY/month
Management Fees: 50,000JPY (for 2 years)
Utilities (Electricity, Water etc): 5,000JPY/month (including internet)
Program Fee: 5,000JPY/month
*Upon beginning residence, student must purchase an insurance policy designated by Kanagawa
University (at own expense)
Y Apart from the above, students may be charged actual expenses for events during the program.
X The fees are different for exchange students and we will inform them about fees separately.

® Accommodation fees may be subject to change.
® Entry or departure in the middle of the month incurs a pro-rata fee for the number of days stayed
® In the case where utilities fees exceed a particular amount considered to be unreasonably
expensive, extra charges will apply.
® In the case of leaving the accommodation in the middle of the contract, please provide at least one
month’s notice
® |[f for any reason the university’s circumstances require you to leave the dormitory, the university will
inform you at least one month before your scheduled date of departure and provide replacement
accommodation
5. Internet in the Student Accommodation
® Internet can be used in the student accommodation. No computer is supplied so bring one yourself.
6. Resident Assistant (RA)
® There are resident assistants to support international students for moving into/out of the dorm and
daily lives as well as hosting exchange events in the dorm.
7. Rules (Outline)
® The areas inside and around the student accommodation are strictly non-smoking.
® Entry or overnight stay by people other than residents of this accommodation is forbidden. People
who does not live in the dormitory may meet at designated area after reporting to the dormitory
manager in advance.
® Please refrain from causing a nuisance to other residents while in the student accommodation. In
particular, be careful with the volume of TV etc. late at night and early in the morning. Please refrain
from using the washing machine at night as it will cause a nuisance to others.
® Please read the "2024 Residence Guidelines" carefully. If you cannot follow the points for strict

adherence outlined in the Guidelines, you could be required to leave the dorm.
